2019-2020 Sheffield & Hallamshire
County Senior League Division One,
Step 8:

Entered the County Senior League
Division One, however the debut
season was cut short by the COVID-
19 pandemic.

2020-21 Sheffield & Hallamshire
County Senior League Premier
Division, Step 7:

Started again in the Premier
Division. Again, the season was
curtailed due to the pandemic,
limiting competitive opportunities.

2021-22 Sheffield & Hallamshire
County Senior League Premier
Division, Step 7:

Under manager Gabriel Mozzini who
joined the club during the campaign,
Wakefield enjoyed a breakthrough year
in their first fully completed season
following the disrupted COVID-19 years.
They won the league title, securing
their first ever silverware and
promotion to the Northern Counties
East League Division One.

2022-23 NCEL Division One Step 6:

First season in the NCEL. Wakefield
finished 4th, qualifying for the
promotion play-offs. They lost in the
semi-final away at Rossington, ending a
strong debut campaign.

2023-24 NCEL Division One Step 6:

Again, another highly competitive
season, finishing 4th for the second
consecutive year. They once more
reached the play-offs but were beaten
in the semi-finals away against
Shirebrook under Junior Roberti.
